MEETING MINUTES 

APRIL 12, 2016 

The Caernarvon Township Board of Supervisors held their Monthly Meeting on April 12, 

2016 in the Caernarvon Township Municipal Building located at 3307 Main Street, Morgantown, 

PA, pursuant to notice according to law. 

 

ATTENDING OFFICIALS 

Allen Styer, III, Chairman; Jack Hess, Supervisor; Sandra Styer, Supervisor;  Paul L. 

Whiteman, Jr., Supervisor; Beckie Smith, Witman Engineers & Consultants, Engineer; Eric 

Brown, Siana Bellwoar McAndrew, LLP, Solicitor; Keith McGowan, Maintenance Foreman; 

Randall Miller, Township Administrator/ Secretary.     

 

CALL TO ORDER  

Chairman Allen Styer called the meeting to order at 7:30 PM. This was followed by the 

Pledge of Allegiance. 

 

COMMENTS FROM THE ASSEMBLY 

A. Andrea Vickers, a bus driver for Eshleman Transportation, discussed issues with traffic 

and parking on North Street near the rear of the dentist office. Solicitor Brown indicated the 

Township could regulate parking through an ordinance. Prior to going that route though, the 

Supervisors what to see if the office can be persuaded to increase on lot parking. 

B. Mr. and Mrs. Dovin, along with daughters, were present to discuss water issues along 

Hopewell road at their property. Solicitor Eric Brown noted the Township would not debate the 

issues in a public meeting. No action was taken. 

  

CORRESPONDENCE 

 Secretary Miller noted that the Township has received the Liquid Fuels Audit for 2014. 

Additionally, he noted an announcement from PSATS on conference resolutions was received. 

 

MINUTES OF THE PREVIOUS MEETING 

Sandy Styer made a motion to accept the minutes of the March 8, 2016 Board of 

Supervisors Regular Meeting. Paul Whiteman seconded the motion. The motion carried 

unanimously. 

 

TREASURERS REPORT 

 The Supervisors reviewed the Treasurer’s Report for March. Paul Whiteman made a 

motion to accept the Treasurer’s monthly report for the period ending March 31, 2016. Jack Hess 

seconded the motion. The motion carried unanimously.

EXPENSE LIST 

The Supervisors then reviewed the bill list for April. Following this, Paul Whiteman made 

a motion to ratify the paid bills and approve the bill list dated April 12, 2016 of $139,356.09 from 

the General Fund; $4,639.79 from the Street Light Fund; and $1,400.00 from the Accrual Fund. 

Sandy Styer seconded the motion. The motion carried unanimously.  

 

BUSINESS 

A.  Secretary Miller noted the 2015 Annual Audit has been completed, and the results are 

in the office. The Supervisors briefly discussed the loss of ~$236,000. Secretary Miller noted that 

the 2015 expenditures exceeded the revenues; however, the Township paid all requirements by 

using monies from other Township funds. Since the vanity tax funds have been dissolved, and 

assets transferred to the General Fund, only the Street Light Fund is owed money. 

B. Secretary Miller noted a Sarah Wilt has completed her Girl Scout Gold Award, and the 

Township has sent a certificate to her acknowledging this accomplishment. Paul Whiteman made 

a motion to approve a Certificate to acknowledge Sarah Wilt’s accomplishments. Sandy Styer 

seconded the motion. The motion carried unanimously. 

 

TOWNSHIP REPORTS 

A. Administrator Randall Miller discussed that the Maintenance Department has noted 

issues with right-of-way encroachments in Mill Stream and Carnarvon Drive. Solicitor Brown 

noted the Township should make a decision, as a Board, as to whether the Township should enforce 

Township easements and right-of-ways. The Supervisors agreed and asked that letter be sent 

notifying these properties of the Township easement. 

B. The Maintenance Department Report for March was received. Foreman McGowan also 

noted street sweeping has started. He also discussed needed improvements for the Clyde Smith 

and Highcroft ball fields. Additionally, he informed the Supervisors that crack sealing would begin 

the week of May 2, 2016, weather permitting.  

C. Supervisor Paul Whiteman discussed the Carnival. He noted that the committee 

continues to work on marketing, and sponsors for the fireworks. He also asked if the Township 

would pursue a small games of chance license or a BINGO license. Solicitor Brown will check 

into this. 

D. The SEO Report for March was received. 

E. The Library Report for February was received. Nora Seidel, Liaison to the Library 

Board, noted the Library has been investigating a potential “Beer Bash” for a fundraiser. They are 

trying to decide if the Township’s insurance will cover their events. The Township would have to 

check, but it is unlikely.  

F. The Tax Collector’s Report for March was received 

G. The Police report for Caernarvon Township was received. 

H. The Zoning and Code Enforcement Officer report for March was received. 

I. There was no Fire Company report. 

J. The March EMA reports were received.  
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K. Secretary Miller noted that the Parks and Recreation Board met in March; their draft 

minutes were submitted. Additionally, Member Nora Seidel reported on the Easter Egg Hunt. 

L. Secretary Miller noted that the Planning Commission did no meet in March.  

M. Beckie Smith, reporting for the Engineer Bill Witman, discussed his March report. She 

handed out a draft of the bid specifications for 2016 roadwork; there are two different contracts. 

The Supervisors discussed, and Paul Whiteman made a motion to approve the bid specifications, 

and advertise for the bids. Sandy Styer seconded the motion. The motion carried unanimously. The 

bid will be opened on Tuesday, May 10, 2016 at 3:00 p.m.  

N. Solicitor Eric Brown noted agreements have been drafted and sent to Kidjoy and Mavis 

Tire for their development plans.  

 

EXECUTIVE SESSION 

 The Supervisors recessed into Executive Session at 8:33 p.m. Chairman Allen Styer called 

the meeting back to order at 9:04 p.m., summarizing that the session was to discuss litigation. No 

action was taken. 

 

SUPERVISORS COMMENTS 

Supervisor Paul Whiteman noted that the first week of April would be clean-up week. 

Saturday April 9th is for street trash pick-up, with a rain/snow date of the following Saturday. 

 

ADJOURNMENT 

 Paul Whiteman made a motion to adjourn the meeting. Sandy Styer seconded the motion.
